“THE incident in Jawaharlal Nehru
University (JNU) in 2016 will be
remembered as one of the mostimpor-
tant incidents in Indian politics as it
brought issue of patriotism in main-
stream politics for the first time,” stat-
‘ed Narendra Nath Mishra, senior
Journalist and Author of the book
“India on the move: When Jai Shree
Ram met Bharat Mata Ki Jai." He was
speaking at ongoing Orange City

Literature Festival on Saturday.
While speaking about the changing
scape of political and social scenario
in the country after JNU incident,
Mishra stated that the incident made
patriotism a major talking point for
the party in power. “Earlier, BJP was
accused ofengagingin communal pol-
itics, but after 2016, the party started
making patriotism as their mainissue
and attacking Opposition for becom-
inganti-national," said Mishra. He also
cited presence of Tricolour in ‘Kanwar

Yatras' from 2017 onwards as the evi-
dence of increased importance of
patriotism in Indian society.

The book was co-authored by Mishra
alongwith MayraShakil, another sen-
ior journalist. He stated that the book
is a journal of all the important inci-
dents thatoccured in thecountry from
2016 to 2024 , presented for the read-
ers objectively to draw their own con-
clusion. “Both the authors covered
incidents from various angles. It gives
reader an objective picture to the read-
er as it covers all the sides related to
that incident,” said Mishra.

Theincreased influence of the patri-
otism has beenevident invariousfields
like Journalism, opined Mishra, He
cited examples of difference in media
reaction to similar comments during
‘Indiaagainst Corruption’agitationin
2011 and Farmers agitation in 2019.
Hestated that the media fraternity did
notendorse thethat timegovernments
‘anti-agitator’ stance in 2011, whilein
2019, the mediawas seen more against
agitators than the government itself.
“The withdrawl of farm bills by gov-
ernment in 2020 was defeat of media
more than that of the government,”
emphasised Mishra.

wrong. Earlier, under laws like
the Terrorist and Disruptive
Activities (Prevention) Act
(TADA), 1987, thousands were
arrested; under MCOCA, only
dozens. It was implemented
fantastically,” he claimed.

Sivanandhan also stressed
that encounters should not be
seen as a sustainable method
for eradicating the underworld
and that lasting change de-
manded systemic reforms. He
further remarked that corrup-
tion remains the greatest bane
of the nation, eroding public
trust and weakening institu-
tions at their core.

to understand rather than
merely hearit. She introduced
the varied forms within the
classical traditions, from the
introspective elaboration of
Khayal to the brisk, syllabic
patternsof Taranaand the dis-
tinctive structure of Carnatic
music, emphasising their dif-
ferenceswhilecelebrating their
shared cultural lineage.
DrShiledaralsospokeabout
the significance ofattentive lis-
tening, noting that every raga
carries an emotional architec-
ture that unfolds gradually.
Demonstrating short melodic
phrases, sheshowed how taans,
aalap and rhythmic cycleswork
together, helping listeners
recognise the intemnalgrammar
of the form. This hands-on
approach made the session
more impressive and accessi-
ble for first-time learners.
DrShiledar noted that music
is not bound by time, place or
mood. “One can listen while
cooking, running, workingout
or even resting,” she said,

adding that its power lies in its
ability to transcend emotion-
al states and bring calm and
clarity. The audience engaged
actively, responding to her
question onidentifyingthe dif-
ference between Indian and
Western music. While many
offered observations, Dr
Shiledar explained that
although the two traditions
stand farapartinstructure and
philosophy, instruments often
reveal the distinction, even as
filmmusicfrequently blursthe
boundaries.

In closing, Dr Shiledar
encouraged listeners to carry
the art of mindfullisteninginto
their daily lives. True appreci-
ation, she said, comes from
noticing subtleties, the glide
of anote, a shift in rhythm, the
emotional shade of a raga.

“When you begin to hear
these details, music stops
being background sound and
becomes a companion in
understanding yourself and
the world,” Dr Shiledar
reminded.
